a place where people actually sat down and ate dinner together (and said/sang a prayer!),
with guests welcome. Because we were half -time each co -pastors, a parent was usually
home, with a snack and an interested ear available. Halloween was always memorable, as
was New Year 6s Eve an d-partyhoecraft extaaaganzan A few of thea
neighbors became interested in our church, tho

and then with the church.

Adults of course knew that we were the Presbyterian ministers. This was considered a
bit odd, but at the same time it helped them feel that their children/youth were safe over at
our place, and that there would be some limits to the chaos allowed. And there were a few
defining moments on the adult level T apicnic for are -settled family from Kosovo who knew
no English (except the name AMichaehousésor dano) ,

Looking back on it, we of course see the short -comings, and wish we could have some
Afdovers. o But, over time, we at |l east took ou
well -known in the neighborhood as a trust -worthy, fun, welcoming place.

And this, of course, is what we all hope for at the church. Jesus calls us to be known
and trusted by  every person in our neighborhood T most especially the children and youth.
